Standard Operating Procedures

Student showing symptoms of COVID-19 
(Students)

Purpose:

1. To ensure the safety of all students during COVID-19 pandemic.
2. To ensure that the spread is as limited as possible.
Procedures:

I. If a student displays a symptom of covid, contact Dr. Mills and follow his directions.
A. If the student is advised to be tested, follow the remaining procedure until results are received and if the results are positive.

II. Isolate the students in the cabin for 10 days from onset of symptoms or until a negative result is received.
A. Rearrange the cabin to keep the student displaying symptoms as far from other students as possible.

B. Arrange for meals to be brought to the cabin.

C. Have medications placed in a lock box in the cabin.

D. Use the back field for fresh air and activity if all students are healthy enough for activity.

E. Visits and home passes will be suspended during this isolation.

F. Staff moving in and out of the cabin will be limited.

G. Communication with counties and families will be done by the clinical staff team.

III.  Students returning from a pass who don’t pass the screening process will follow the SOP for COVID-19 Screening from Home Pass.
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
